Tuarts are attacked
by several wood-rotting bracket fungi and boring insects.
EUCALYPTUS MARGINATA JARRAH

Jarrah bark is reddish-brown in long, stringy sections.
AGONIS FLEXUOSA WEEPING PEPPERMINT
Graceful, weeping tree—the leaves contain certain oil glands
that produce a peppermint smell when crushed.
XANTHORRHOEA PREISSII GRASSTREE
Grasstrees can live 200 or more years ! The flowering spikes
bear hundreds of small, white flowers.
